Year 10
Design Museum Trip

On Friday 14" October Mr Amran, Mr
Seager and | took our Year 10 D&T
Resistant Materials pupils to visit the
Design Museum in London. The Design
Museum is based on the banks of the
River Thames, next to some very
expensive restaurants and design
shops —which Mr. Amran had his eye
on!

We arrived at the museum around
10.00am where we had planned to spend
our time visiting two key exhibitions;
Kenneth Grange & This is Design. Our
pupils were split into groups as the
museum is only small and this also gave
them prime opportunity to take in the effect
the designers and their products have
had on modern life today.

Kenneth Grange is a British product
designer — although many pupils had
not heard of him they knew his
products. Grange's exhibition
showcased a retrospective of his work,
showing pupils how his designs have
made Britain more modern over the
decades of the 60’s, 70's, 80's, 90's
and 00’s. He is most famous for the
‘Anglepoise’ lamp — copies of these are
one of the best selling items in lkea at
present. In the 70’s and 80’s he worked
for Kenwood, designing products for
the kitchen that would help people live
a modern life — the food processor, the
slow cooker, electric meat carvers to
name just a few. Grange is also
famous for his work on Kodak’s original
‘Instamatic’ camera, which nowadays
is downloaded as an App on many
iPhones!

Our pupils were amazed at how products used to look, but soon made the connection
of how these products have evolved and changed into the way they look today —
disposable razors and electronic toothbrushes. Bradley Cox and Louis Conner
made some excellent sketches and notes in these sections.

Kenneth Grange was always keen to embrace Britain's manufacturing potential by
using new materials and taking advantages of advances in technology. The Adshell
bus shelter was a big hit with our pupils, and they were most surprised at the Kodak
cameras, which in their day were cutting edge, cheap and portable.

After an interesting morning at the Design Museum we took the pupils along the
River Thames for their lunch, Alfie Gibson was the first of our pupils to frequent
Starbucks. After some light refreshment and a walk down the cobbled streets back
to the museum we went on to visit the ‘This is Design’ exhibition on the top floor.

‘This is Design’ celebrates iconic design classics that have had a real impact on
the way we live our lives today — it showcased many pieces from Kenneth Grange,
but also how the personal computer had evolved, the Olivetti typewriter, and the
evolution of the iPod from the earliest cassette and CD walkmans. Our pupils were
most surprised to find the everyday road sign alongside more classic items such
as the red London telephone box and the Mini. Jesse Jones and Charlie Perry were
addicted to Xbox Kinect, whilst the rest of our pupils couldn’t be torn away from the
old fashioned electronic gaming table with a black and white Pac-Man game on it!

Whilst visiting this exhibition our pupils got the opportunity to visit the shop in the
Design Museum — where the real Anglepoise lamp was on sale there for £200!

The day was finished off by a walk along the Thames with Tower Bridge as our
backdrop whilst the pupils chatted about what they had seen and their disbelief at
how big and bulky products used to be. However, the item that stole the show from
the Kenneth Grange exhibition was the ‘Coffin Bookcase’ — that'’s right, a bookcase
that when you're finished with it turns into a coffin, funnily enough when they found
this out they were reluctant to stand in front of it!

An inspirational and fun day out was had by all, a chance to see the old alongside
the new — our pupils were exceptional in their behaviour and conduct within the
Design Museum and in London itself, excellent ambassadors for Woodlands.
