The results of the Autocar Hot Hatch
2020 competition are finally here and the
judges said that, in truth, only one school
was ever in the race - Woodlands!

Miss Heseltine and her teams made six
models in all, which came with supporting
information to explain what alternative
fuels they would use. The ones that stood
out were ‘Focussed’ (an environmentally
friendly hot hatchback that ran on
compressed natural gas and came with
pink paint only, to appeal to women) and
‘Evergreen’ (a curvey, coupe-like design
that featured RS stripes and referenced
the designs of the Ford Puma and Probe.)

The winner, however, was a wedgy-
looking model designed by George
Davies and his team. Stefan Lamm, Ford
of Europe’s Head of Design said “It looks

very much like a Mk1 Focus, which is
great, and I love the bodywork creases.
The designers have even conceived their
own lightweight material hybrid for the
panels called carbotanium.” Lamm
himself won a similar competition 20
years ago, so the future looks bright for
our young designers.

All of the students involved will be
rewarded with a special day out at Brands
Hatch and the Woodlands Team have
been invited to the University of Coventry,
which leads the way in car design in this
country!
