for their tutor groups, 120 Woodlands’
students met at Wat Tyler last week to
discuss the students’ role in running
Woodlands School. Pupil Voice provides
students with the opportunity and
platform to have their say on how the
school is run. The scheme doesn’t just
provide a voice for the various reps but a
voice for each student in the school.  The
elected reps simply provide a voice for
their particular year and tutor group.
The meeting at Wat Tyler is the most important
meeting of the year for the Pupil Voice group.
Through discussion and prioritisation the group
set their goals and targets for the year.
According to Rhys Burgess, a Year 8 Pupil Voice
rep, “It was a really good day, we got the chance
to meet with other students from different years
and discuss our views on how to make the
school better.”

The format of the day meant that pupils were
divided into different groups which provided a
mix of reps from different years. According to
Year 8 rep Reece Holland this was a great idea,
“Working with other older reps was very
interesting for younger reps like myself. It was
a good experience for us.” W ithin the groups,
ideas for implementation were discussed and
solutions for problems were discovered.
Fol lowing this, each group prepared a
presentation to the rest of the Pupil Voice reps
along with Ms Pearce and Ms Ladd.

Reece also added that the day was a huge
success and having the meeting outside the
school was a good idea, “It was good to have
the day to get away from things and discuss
not only the negative but the positive aspects
of the school.”

As regards some of the goals and targets set
by the Pupil Voice this year, the group decided
that litter in the school was a problem which
needed to be addressed by the students
themselves. The group also discussed how
important it was for existing pupils having a
role helping new Year 7 students settle into
the school. A new merit system was also
discussed among other issues.

Her office is in the library and she can take you through all the options that you have open to you after
Woodlands.

The evening started off with a presentation from Palmer’s College, which has always been a popular
Sixth Form option with pupils from Woodlands School for many years.
Pupils can choose between four main course combinations:

 Four AS levels in year 1 leading to 3 A Levels, with an enrichment course
 BTEC national Diplomas with or without additional AS/A Levels, GCSEs or enrichment courses
 BTEC First Diplomas plus up to two GCSEs and/or an enrichment course
 Foundation studies.

There is a wide range of courses to choose from and the pass rate is above average in all the courses at Palmer’s.  If you want to find out more
about what Palmers can offer you, please pick up a prospectus from the library or attend the Open Evening at Palmer’s College on Thursday, 21st

October 2010 and Monday, 20th January 2011 at 6pm-8.30pm.

Next, SEC (South Essex College) - this college is Thurrock and Basildon and SEEC combined now. They told parents
and pupils what was on offer. As it is a new college, they have a wide variety of courses on offer. Please pick up a
prospectus from the library or attend the Open Evening at SEC at one of their campuses on Thursday, 7th October
2010 at 5pm-8pm,  Monday, 18th October 2010 Open evening at Basildon Campus, Monday, 18th October at 5pm-
8pm and Thursday, 18th November 2010 Open Evening at Thurrock Campus, Thursday, 18th November at 5pm-8pm.
