this requires an unwavering
belief in yourself, hard
work, determination and
dedication. All things are
possible for those who
believe and Josh believes
that he can be a truly great
water polo player.
During January, February
and March Josh attended grueling trials for the Great Britain Under-16 Water Polo
squad where 75 hopefuls were reduced down to an elite 14. He certainly impressed
the coaches as they have selected him to play on the wing for the GB team, a position
that requires amazing speed in the water and secure ball handling skills.
None of this success has come easily. Josh hits the swimming pool at Gloucester Park
at 5am (yes that’s 5 in the morning!) every day for a two hour workout before coming
to school. What is also amazing is that his Nan gets up this early every morning to
take him to training just because she loves watching him swim. What fantastic support!
He swims an average of 180 lengths a day using a variety of different strokes and
seems to enjoy every single minute of it. It was during one of these morning sessions,
about a year ago, that he was scouted for the Basildon Water Polo Club and he hasn’t
looked back since.

Josh will now attend monthly training
weekends in Cardiff where he will train with
the rest of the Great Britain club ready for
the first set of international competitions.
He will have to continue his strict out of
the water exercise schedule as well as
watching his diet. It is this discipline
combined with his positive attitude and
obvious love for the sport that indicates
that Josh will go from strength to strength
in his water polo career.
