The Woodlands School ethos is to be
Aspirational, Resilient and to make the most of all the Opportunities on offer,
with all three leading to Excellence. As Deputy Head Boy / Girl you must uphold
and represent this in your everyday life in the community and in school.

You must indicate in your Prefect application that wish to be
considered for this position. If successful at interview you will be asked to apply
in writing to the Head Teacher.

There are 2 positions available for Deputy Head Boy / Girl. Positions are only
available to Year 10 pupils.

e  Work with the Head Boy /Girl to Coordinate Y11 celebration events (Leavers’ assembly / Yearbook / Prom).
